 Check-In Procedure

Packing List

6. Toothbrush/Toothpaste/Deodorant/Personal Items, etc…

9. Extra Money for food (approx. 8 meals) or souvenirs 

10. Purse or small backpack to put all your “little stuff” in.

11. Some snacks for the bus ride

12. Bottled Water or pop for the bus ride

13. DVD or VHS Movies (G or PG13) for the bus ride

14. A blanket or pillow for the bus ride
15.  All Uniforms and Uniform parts to be checked in Monday, March 14

16. MB-Pants, Jacket, Back Flap, Baldric, Gauntlets, Gloves, Shako, Drill Masters, Black 

      Socks, hat bag, garment bag
16. Concert-Black Pants, White Tux Shirt, Bow Tie, Cummerbund, Black socks, Black 

      dress shoes, White undershirt, garment bag
17. JB-Dress Black pants, Dress black shirt, black shoes, black socks

18.  Folding Stand, Instrument, Music

Trip Expectations

I. GENERAL 

1. All students need to be aware of the fact that when we leave Oswego, we are representing our school, our town, and our state.  You are “ambassadors” for Oswego High School.  Your attitude (helpful and respectful) and your behavior should be a model for others to follow.  If you are unable to act in this way, you will be “grounded”, and you will not participate in further trips with the band.  If a student is “grounded”, they will be excluded from the group for all activities, and will spend the day with adult supervision at all times. 
2. Students will arrive EARLY to all check-in or meeting times.  Students will not arrive ON TIME, or LATE.  We will save time, and start meetings on time if everyone follows this rule.  At least one member of your group should have a watch or cell phone so that the group can stay on time.

3. Students will be in a group at all times.  Students are not to be left alone at any time for safety reasons.  Please plan ahead so that you know who will be in your group.

4. At check in times, you are to check in with your assigned room chaperone (same as hotel assignments).  Checking in does not mean “call your chaperone” unless we specify a “call in check in”.  They must physically see your entire group to be “checked in”.  

5. You may bring a cell phone, ipod, or other handheld electronic devices for the trip.  Keep earphone volumes low so that you do not distract/ bother others around you.  At the time of announcements, you must remove headphones for proper courtesy to the group.
6. Everyone will compliment and thank the parent chaperones, bus drivers, trip staff, etc. multiple times during the day so that they know how appreciated and loved they really are!
II. BUS/LUGGAGE

7. Students will sit in their assigned bus seats for attendance purposes.  Students will be seated during the bus rides at all times.  Students will be able to sit in a different seat if they wish but may only switch seats while the bus is stopped.  Students and adults should not spray or have on a large amount of perfume of cologne as some people are more sensitive or allergic to these items.
8. Students will check in their luggage and instrument early Monday morning.  Students will be asked to open their suitcase to examine the contents inside.  Do not bring any items in your suitcase that would be unsafe, illegal, or of an inappropriate nature.  Parent chaperones have the right to ask you to take out any items they deem unsafe, illegal, or inappropriate. 

9. All students are allowed one carry-on bag for the bus ride.  You may bring food with you for the bus rides, but you must clean up after yourself on all buses at all times. 

10. You must keep all uniform parts in their proper bag, and on a hanger.  The uniform must return after the trip in the same condition as when you brought it on the trip.  All uniforms are to be cleaned prior to the trip so that they look clean and sharp.  All players will have the necessary gloves and accessories with them for luggage check in.

11. Each student is allowed one medium size suitcase, in which you may bring toiletries, clothes, etc.  You will not be allowed access to this suitcase until we have arrived at the hotel.  This suitcase will be put back UNDER THE BUS for the ride home. 
12. Buses are equipped with DVD/VHS players.  Please bring G (Finding Nemo) or PG-13 (Finding Nemo 2: We found him, and he’s got a tattoo!) movies if you would like to have them viewed.  All movies played on your bus will be reviewed by a director before being shown.  
III. HOTEL

13. Some or all of the members of your room will be given a key for the room.  This key is to be returned to the chaperone that is responsible for checking in your room members.
14. Hotel rooms will be clean and organized when you arrive.  You must leave the hotel room in the same condition you found it when you arrived.  No rooms will be reconfigured, or treated in a disrespectful manner.  It is important that the adults can trust you in these hotel rooms so that we can continue to take trips and stay over night in places.  Any damages will be paid for by the members of the band that are occupying the room.

15. Members of the opposite sex are not allowed in your hotel room, no exceptions to rule will be made for any reason.

16. If a chaperone or director knocks on your door, you will immediately allow them entry into the room.  

17. All students will be in bed, with lights off at the curfew time.  You have a responsibility to get some sleep so that you are mentally and physically prepared to have a successful performance the next day. 
IV. PERFORMANCE

18. It is understood that the reason why we are able to go on this trip is because we are “the band.”  Therefore, we must take our performance seriously, since that is what we CAME TO DO!  All members will have their music rehearsed and well prepared.  All commands and procedures once you are in uniform must be followed so that we look and operate as a TEAM!  

V. ARRIVAL BACK IN OSWEGO

19. Put equipment back when you get home in the correct place (locker, shelves, etc).

20. Please notify your parents via phone as to the exact time of our arrival back in Oswego so that they can meet you here and pick you up.  The directors should not have to wait for any students to be picked up after the trip.

21. All students are individually responsible for unloading THEIR personal instrument, garment bag, hat and shoe bag, and suitcase upon arrival in Oswego.  

VI. PERMISSION/MEDICAL RELEASE/PRESCRIPTION MEDICINE

All the students and parents have signed and released all medical information, as well as permission to attend this trip and ride Chartered Buses TO AND FROM all locations.

All prescription medicine must be turned over to the directors/chaperones for safety purposes on the morning of Monday, March 21st, in a large plastic Ziploc bag, with the students full name labeled on the bag, and with instructions as to the  frequency or need for medication AND dosage instructions.

All students that need prescription medicines during the day or at the beginning of the day will need to report to the chaperones or directors to receive this medication.  A parent chaperone or director will be designated with this responsibility, and it will the responsibility of the student to come to receive the medication at the correct time.

The medication will be given back to you at the end of the trip.  

Any students that are required to have medicine with them at all times (inhalers, etc) should have their parents contact the directors so that we are aware of you having this medicine with you at all times.
